Mildred loved to tell the family
and anyone that she met about the time they took a school bus from the Ooltewah School
to the dedication of the Dam and she was able to see and hear President Roosevelt
speak. After a few years of moving to work at farms her family moved to Chickamauga
where she attended school at Gordon Lee Memorial High School. She was a member of
Old Bethel Baptist Church in Chickamauga, GA. Along with her husband, they were the
former owners and operators of Luke’s Quick Check in the Pond Springs area. She loved
doing Bible word find puzzles and crocheting. She had been a resident of the
Chickamauga area for the past seventy-seven years.
